Background Information

Eric Metaxas: He is the #1 New York Times
Bestselling author of “Bonhoeffer”, and many
other books, including “Is Atheism Dead?”,
“Martin Luther”, “Amazing Grace”, and “Letter
to the American Church”. He has also written
more than thirty children’s books and hosts
“Socrates in the City”, and the nationally
syndicated Eric Metaxas Radio Show — “The
Show about Everything!” — which also airs as
a weekly television program on TBN.

Note: Eric grew up Greek Orthodox but is currently
attending an Episcopal Church. Sometimes he
sounds very Biblical, even Lutheran, but at other
times he is not in line with the Bible. He is certainly
a good writer, but do not believe anything he
writes that contradicts the Bible.

Dietrich Bonhoeffer (1906-1945): He was
a German Lutheran pastor, theologian, and
anti-Nazi dissident:

= Theology: Bonhoeffer was a leading
theologian of the 20th century. He argued
for a new vision of Christianity that would
involve the church in the world's problems
and abolish the division between the
sacred and [non-religious]. His 1937 book,
“The Cost of Discipleship”, is considered a
modern classic.

= Resistance to Nazism: Bonhoeffer was one
of the earliest critics of the Nazi
regime. He was a key founding member of

the Confessing Church, a movement that
fought against the nazification of the
German Evangelical Church. He was also
vocal in his opposition to Hitler's
euthanasia program and the persecution
of Jews.

= Arrest and execution: Bonhoeffer was
arrested in 1943 and executed in the
Flossenblirg concentration camp in April
1945 for his involvement in the plot to
overthrow the Nazi regime. His execution
effectively made him a martyr.

Note: Dietrich was certainly courageous, but he
also had some theological problems. Therefore,
only believe what agrees with the Bible.
