Lenten Symbols at Bethlehem: 

 The Color Purple:  It points to Jesus’ passion, His suffering; by His wounds we are healed! 

 Crown of Thorns:  Jesus is the King of kings, yet He accepted that pain and shame for us! 

 Large Rugged Cross:  Jesus accepted horrible pain and our sins to open heaven for us! 
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
