= |saiah 64:6 “...all our righteous deeds are like a filthy
garment...”

= Romans 3:10 “There is none righteous, not even one...”

= Romans 3:12 “There is none who does good, There is
not even one.”

= Romans 3:20 “...by the works of the Law no flesh will
be justified in His sight...”
= Romans 3:23 “...all have sinned and fall short of the
glory of God...”
Because we have sinned, we are helpless to save ourselves!

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10: Did God Lower the Bar?

When a test is too difficult, a teacher may curve the grade:
80%A\ becomes an A; 70%/ a B; 60%A a C; 50%A a D.

Since ®*NO ONE is holy in all his behavior and *NO ONE is as
perfect as God, most presume that God has curved the grade
or lowered the bar, but that is NOT true.

Jesus said: Matthew 5:17 “Do not think that | came to abolish
the Law or the Prophets [the OT Scriptures]; | did not come to
abolish [them] but to fulfill [them].”

Since we could NEVER meet God’s requirement, Jesus met it
for us: Tliving without sin, Tthen receiving our sins and our
eternal punishment! Jesus was our whipping boy!
